Young Carers:

If you provide care for your sibling and are under 18 (25 in some areas), you can receive
support as ayoung carer. Care doesn't have to be physical care and can include emotional
or mental health support. Young carers groups provide emotional support, a chance to
meet people in similar situations and opportunities to get involved in fun activities.
